Not only the taxi driver but also the passengers got injured in the accident.

When a young girl, she had a terrible accident. (When she was…)
When taken too often, this medicine may cause side effects. (When it is taken….)
When / while travelling abroad, don’t forget to take your passport with you. (When you travel../ while you are travelling
c) until, since
Since coming to Aydın, I have worked in many different schools. (Since I came…)
Until cooked well, you should stir the soup. (passive) (Until it is cooked…)
d) as, since, because
Being tired, he went to bed immediately. (since he was tired.)
Being married now, he has more responsibilities at home. ( because he is married….)
Being interested in music / interested in music, she plays the guitar. (because she is interested ….)
Not knowing her address, I can’t write to her. (Because I don’t know …..)
e) if, unless, as if, whether…. or, although
If  not explained clearly, the students always confuse the tenses. (If it is not explained..)
Unless reminded in advance, they won’t come to the meeting on time. (Unless they are reminded…)
As if knowing everything, he explained  the situation to the guests. (As if he knew…) 
Although built many centuries ago, masterpieces of Sinan are still surviving. (Although they were built …
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
