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Teaching writing at elementary levels
 

These monthly writing activities are all part of a project to make a magazine called One World. Each activity makes one page so that at the end of the project students have written all their own pages using the worksheets provided. Activities include an editorial, writing problem letters, designing an advert and writing a feature. There is also a sports page, review page and quizzes. 
 

Each set of writing tasks, however, can also be done as an individual, one off activity. They are designed as class work for elementary students and are integrated with other skills.

	Task 7 - The fashion page

Pre-writing tasks  - students ask and answer questions about fashion and classify fashion-related vocabulary.
Post-writing tasks - Students design an outfit for a woman or a man. 
Outcome - Students participate in a fashion show and display their ideas, and vote for the most popular design.
